Guadalupe was created by the Spanish
after they destroyed the Tonantzin
temple at the base of Cerro del Tepeyac
or Tepeaquilla.

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Evangelism began in the mid-1520s and continued into the 1530s. Many of the

evangelists learned the native languages and recorded aspects of native culture
providing a primary source for our knowledge about them. The council of Indians
and mendicant establishments, which emerged in Mesoamerica as early as 1524,

worked to generate money for the crown of Spain and convert indigenous peoples

to Catholicism. During this period and subsequent colonial periods, the patronage of
mendicant friars and a process of religious syncretism combined pre-Hispanic cultures
with Spanish socio-religious traditions.
