ACCORDING TO GOD THE MONTH OF ABIB IS THE BEGINNING OF MONTHS, IT’S THE 

FIRST MONTH OF THE YEAR. (DEUTERONOMY 16:1, EXODUS 12:1-2) 

ABIB = AN EAR OF CORN, THE PRE-EXILIC NAME FOR THE FIRST MONTH OF THE 

YEAR. AFTER THE EXILE THE NAME WAS CHANGED TO NISAN. THE MONTH OF 

ABIB FELL ABOUT THE TIME OF MARCH AND EARLY APRIL.

People hold traditions like 

making resolutions, kissing at midnight, and the eating of 12 grapes to 

bring in good luck and prosperity in the new year.

PAGAN ROOTS OF  NEW YEARS  

Deuteronomy 33:18-19 

• An average of 70 Americans are fatally injured each New Year’s Day  
in crashes involving at least one driver, pedestrian, or bicycle rider. (IIHS) 

 

• An average of 300 Americans are killed in drunk driving accidents  
during the week of Christmas and New Year’s Day. (IIHS) 

 

• On New Year’s Day 2020 there were an estimated 103 injuries, and  
including 132 suicides by gun,  a total of 177 deaths by  

gun violence deaths across America 

CYBELE is the mother of ALL gods, magna mater, the great 

mother. Also depicted as the three (trinity) aspects of the 

divine feminine: mother, maiden, and crone.  
 

She represents the various aspects of female power, most 

specifically that of nurture, fertility, and wisdom. Cybele 

holds the key to Earth, shutting her up in winter and  

opening her again in the spring.  
 

Rituals of orgiastic frenzies men performed ritual  

castrations on themselves. Castrated priests donned  

women's clothing and assumed female identities. They  

became known as the Gallai. Female priestesses held  

rituals involving ecstatic music, drumming and dancing.  
 

Today the deity is honored by a number of members of  

the transgender community, and is an icon for many  

pagan feminists.  

January the month named by the Romans to honor JANUS.  

He is known as the god of gates, doorways, beginnings  

and endings, doorkeeper of the heavens.  

He is recognized as “King of gods, God of gods”.  

 

His symbols were a porter staff of virga and a set of keys. 

Guardian of the mysteries which he could unlock. Gold key for 

grater mysteries, silver keys for lesser mysteries. 

 

Two-faced (bifrons) 

Bifrons: A demon, earl of hell, with at least six legions of  

demons under his command. 

 

The keys of Janus and Cybele came to be 

known as the keys of Peter (the interpret-

er of mysteries), the first pope of Rome 

NOT the ISRAELITE Peter, but a WICKED 

HEATHEN. 

 

The pope as high priest has assumed the 

power of Janus “jus vertendi cardinis” the 

“power of turning the hinge” of opening 

the doors of heaven, or of opening or 

shutting the gates of peace or war upon 

the earth.
